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APA Minnesota Nominates Three Members to the

Fellows of the American Institute of Certified Planners

This fall, APA Minnesota nominated three of its members to the Fellows of the American Institute
of Certified Planners (FAICP), including Richard Bolan, Weiming Lu, and John Shardlow. The chap-
ter previously nominated Barbara Lukermann in 2000 and Robert Einsweiler in 2003, both of whom
were selected for entry into the College of Fellows.

Fellows of the American Institute of Planning are selected based on their significant contributions to
planning and society. Membership in AICP for at least 15 years is required for all nominees. Nomi-
nees are expected to have achieved excellence in professional practice, teaching and mentoring, re-
search, and public and community service and can be nominated in one of these four categories.

I n selecting this yeard6s nominees, recommenda
nesota membership in summer 2009 and were then reviewed by a volunteer committee. The commit-
tee reviewed resumes and conducted a detailed review of eight potential nominees, ultimately settling
on three candidates to move forward in the nomination process.

First, Dr. Richard Bolan was nominated in the category of teaching and mento
ing. He has been a member of AICP since 1967 and a member of APA since 194
He has made extensive contributions to planning education as a teacher and me

at the University of Minnesota as an emeritus professor, teaching courses in GIS
has also made significant contributions to planning theory and research through f
cations addressing the evolving role of the planner from technician to active partiét

pant in his/her social, political, and economic context. In addition to teaching graduate students, Dr.
Bolan was engaged in policy education and research in Central and Eastern Europe, following the fall
of the Soviet Union. He educated government officials on environmental, economic, and institutional
reform to assist several nations in the transition from Communist regimes. Finally, Dr. Bolan was in-
fluential in his early career as a practicing planner, working in the late 1950s and early 1960s as Direc-
tor of Renewal Planning for the Boston Redevelopment Authority and in several other public and pri-
vate sector planning positions in the Boston area.

SecondWeiming Lu was nominated in the category of professional practice. Mr.
Lu has been a member of AICP since 1965, and has worked as a planning practitioner
since the 1960s, including work in Minneapolis, St. Paul, and Dallas. A consistent and
defining aspect across his various accomplishments has been his concern for the inte-
@ gration of planning and design. For example, his work in Minneapolis on a visual
gﬁ analysis study informed a downtown plan that included Nicollet Mall, the skyways, and
Al helped foster the recovery of the downtown area. In Dallas, he was active in historic
preservation and urban design, including preserving the Texas Book Depository. His more recent work
in St. Paul with the Lowertown Redevelopment Corporation, led to the renovation of the Lowertown
District, including addressing significant financing challenges. Lu has also been active at the national
and international level on planning and design activities, including serving as consultant for the 1984
Los Angeles Olympics and advisor in Biejing, Taipei, and Singapore. He has lectured extensively
around the world, has written on numerous planning topics, and has received several national awards
for his work.
